Waste water generation from our plant will be 79.1 KL/ Day, out of which 59.1 KL/ Day Low COD/TDS
Stream will be treated in ETP consisting of Primary, Secondary and Tertiary treatment followed by RO.
Treated effluent 16.41 KL/ Day will be sent to CETP of NIA for further treatment. 42.69 KL/ Day will be
sent to RO for further treatment, out of which RO permeate 37.69 KL/ Day will be re-used for boiler/
cooling and air pollution control equipments. RO reject 5 KL/ Day along with High COD/ TDS stream @
20 KL/ Day will be sent to MEE for further treatment. MEE condensate @ 24 KL/ Day will be re-used in
cooling tower.
