MINUTES OF THE PUBLIC HEARING FOR ENVIRONMENTAL CLEARANCE OF
THE PROPOSED BHELATAND A. COLLIERY AND INTEGRATED BHELATAND
WSHERY EXPANSION PROJECT OF M/S TATA STEEL LTD, DHANBAD HELD AT
COMMUNITY CENTRE, BHELATAND, DHANBAD ON 24.01.2014

Public hearing was conducted as per the provisions of MOEF, Govt. of India Notification
No. SO-1533/EIA dated 14.09.2006 for Environmental Clearance. The public hearing
notification was made by Jharkhand State Pollution Control Board and published in
Hindi daily newspapers “Dainik Bhaskar” and “Dainik Jagran” on 15.12.2013.

As per above notification, public hearing was held under the Chairmanship of Shri B. K.
Roy, Additional Collector, Dhanbad at 11 AM on 24.01.2014 at Community Centre,
Bhelatand, Dhanbad. Public Hearing was held for capacity expansion of Bhelatand A.
Colliery to 0.41MTPA in an area 521.68 Ha and Bhelatand Washery to 1.5 MTPA
throughput in an area 8 Ha.

In this public hearing, Mr. Syed Shamshul Hoda, Regional Officer, Dhanbad, Shri K. K.
Pathak, JEE, JSPCB Dhanbad and Shri Mithilesh Jha, Scientific Asst, JSPCB Ranchi
were present. While Tata Steel was represented by Shri S. K. Singh, General Manager,
Jharia, Shri Subrata Das, Chief Sijua Group, Shri Debasish Banerjee, Chief, HRM, Shri
R. K. Jain, Head, Safety and Environment, Shri Mayank Shekhar, Head, Bhelatand A.
Colliery, Dr. Manoj Gupta, Head Environment and other senior officials of Tata Steel
were present. Besides these, a large number of local villagers from Sijua Basti, Rampur
Basti, Bhelatand, Navadih, Saharpura Basti, Bilegram, Malkera, Barughutu,
Bhadrichack, Dukhitdih and other villages were present.

The proceedings of public hearing were started with welcome address given by Shri
Subrata Das, Chief, Sijua Group. Shri Mayank Shekhar, Head Bhelatand A. Colliery,
Tata Steel Ltd welcomed and explained in brief about the Colliery expansion project
and the environmental Management systems in place.

Shri B. K. Roy explained about the public hearing process and its importance. After the
permission of chair, the question answer session started.

The people present in the public hearing began asking questions one by one on a
number of issues regarding plantation, education, water spraying, road repairing,
employment and health related issues and also gave their suggestions. The villagers
praised the efforts of Tata Steel Ltd. for its ongoing CSR activities and suggested for
further increase in CSR expenditure and activities along with the expansion project. It
was suggested that all pollution control measures should be taken vis-a-vis production
of coal. Shri S. K. Singh, General Manager, Tata Steel Ltd., replied to all the queries.

The complete public hearing was video-graphed. The Chairman told the management
to extend full cooperation in dealing with any issues.
