After the presentation by the project proponent, the public have expressed their
views'comments/objections related 1o environmental aspects of the proposed project.

! am also one among the land looser for this project, we have already heard the
report regarding the impacts and benefits from RBSSN Company. We should be proud
to have this 1ype of company in this region. Kariganur will not agree the smaller
protect because this village has seen a lot of financial business. We do not oppose for
establishment of this industry. Company shouid provide basic infrastructure tacilities.
We have listed some of them. In Jand losers most of them are poor SC/ST, backward
classes. My request to the company and to the Deputy Commissioner is that if vou
really have social concern. company should prepare good acticn plan to provide
educational. socio economic plans v SCSTs, As SC/STs have lost the land, others
alsu fave lost their lands. but these lands are barren lands. We have shortage of water.
As the factory is receiving water from Tungabhadra River, in the same way, kindly
provide little quantity of water to the Tingalana Lake and it is very helpful to the
nearby lands, bore wells and it is highly needed in this area. We do not need
momentary benefits. The nature of people of this land, nation, and village is we will
remain hungery but never lose our self-respect. All youths must get the employment in
this campany. They should provide basic infiaswructure facilities and should give free
technical education. There are no proper houses constructed in Hampapattana and
surrounding villages because of non-availability of sites. There are no government
lands as all the government tands have been included in Akrama-Sakrama. Provide us
the sttes by purchasing those lands from the government. Provide employmens to
them. Every year thev should have the health check — up camps. Generally, all are
conducting common health check —up camps but, the company should plan for
conducting health checkup for major diseuses. Now a days there are no minor diseases
all wre major diseases only.

will support the livelihood of surrounding villagers, Now we are giving 60% of fertile
Jand to the company. The Companv may get lot of facilities. may earn lot of money
and therefore, must give the power to the farmers in lower price to grow the crops.

The company has created
confUsions i our minds liers o a0 dissatistaction among farmers. They have
prontised one job for cach RO owrs 1 sl tamidy of 4 brothers if one person is
emploved what will happen 5o rest. Qs is backward community, education is not
given priority. There are many unemployed & [ am requesting to give job to each one
of thein and help them for livelihood.

3, Sri.  B.Basavaraj, Taluk President, Karnataka Rakshana Vedike,
Hagaribommanahalli :

We have no objection for starting this industrs, We wish that the dustry
should be estahlished. We request through Hon'ble Deputy Commissioner that
industry should be established with conditions, §0% of land losers for this project are
from Hampapatna village. Vysapur thanda and Varadapur villagers have also given
jand for this project. Hampaptna viliagers have given 430 Acres of land out of
required 530 Acres. If they had not given land. this hearing & Hon'ble Deputy
Commissioner would have not come to this area. RBSSN Company has presented
before us about their responsibilities. but I bring to the notice that, the promises made
by BMM, SLR and RR Steels are not yet fulfilied. If we approach companies with our
demands, we are not permitted 1o enter the factory. The guards are from outside state
who cannot speak & understand Kannada, But 1 suggest RBSSN Company on behalt
of Kannada Rakshana Vedike to wive priorin for Kannadigas. In same companies
priorities are given 1o people from Andhra. There are many diploma & Engineering
oraduates in local. but they are nou given job for the reason that, being localite they
will indulge in creating problems. 1 request this company not to do this to us. Local
people foose land. exposed to emission tsmoke). dust & diseases. Hence, locals should
be siven priority. Some factories are neglecting the kannadigas for employment. But.
we request the company Lo give employment on priority basis to each one of farmers
belonging to Varadapura, Hampapattana, Vyasapura Tanda who have lost their lands.
Further company must give preference to the youths who have completed ITI.
Diploma and Engineering according 1o their educational qualification. What is
happening now a days that the factories are giving false promises to give employment
1o kannadigas but they are not fulfilling their promise. So we requesting to Deputy
Commissioner that RBSSE Company has to adopt Hampapattana for development and
also Varadapura village. Once the production wili start it will cause damage to crops
crowt. by the farmers 1 the surrounding area. So the company has to arrange
compensation  to  the crop  loss.
