The committee noted that this is a existing mine and this proposal was earlier appraised in the
SEAC, A.P meeting held on 07.08.2016 recommended for credible action against this mine for
being operated earlier without obtaining the EC. The credible action was initiated and a case
was filed against the project proponent in the Hon ble Addl.JMFC, Chittoor, Chittoor District
(Calendar Case N0.8319/2016).

The Committee also noted that this mining proposal is covered under the MOEF&CC, New
Delhi Notification S.0.No.2269(E), dated 01.07.2016 as this mine’s lease was granted prior to
9™ September 2013.
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The Committee recommended for issue of Environmental clearance to this Black Colour
Granite Mine mining project for quantity 4613 m*/annum, duly stipulating a condition that the
project proponent shall maintain the setback distance 7.5 meters buffer zone all around the
mine lease area for greenbelt development.

Decision of SEIAA: Agreed with the recommendations of the SEAC.

The Mining Plan was approved on 09.12.2016 from the scheme period of 5 years i.e., 2016-17
to 2019-20.

It was noted that the
production quantities are within the permitted quantities.

However, in the present
mine application, the mine was executed in 2005 and produced the Quartz from 2005 to 2015,
In this context, the SEAC may examine whether there is any credible action to be taken on this
mine as the Project Proponent appears done production without obtaining the Environmental
Clearance.
