$.0. 329 (E)— Whereas by the notification of the Government of India in
the Ministry of Environment and Forests number. 5.0. 114 (E), dated the 19"
February, 1991 (hereinafler referred to as the said notification), the Central
Government declared Coastal Stretches as Coastal Regulation Zone (CRZ) and
restrictions were imposed on the sctting up and expansion of industries, operations
and processcs in the said zone:

And whereas objections raised by the petitioner in the High Court of Delhi in
civil writ petition No.4198/98 relating to delegation of powers have been duly
considered by the Central Government; :

And whereas issues rclating to delegation of powers have been examined by
the Central Government in the Ministry of Environment and Forests:

And whereas the Central Government has also considered the requirement of
projects relating to Department of Atomic Energy and pipelines, conveying systemb
including transmission lines and other facilities essential for activities permissible
under the notification in the CRZ areas;

And whercas the Central Government deems it necessary to harmonise the
existing provisions ol the notification;

And whereas the Central Government is of the opinion that it js necessary and
expedient in the public interest to amend the said notification;

And whereas sub-rule (4) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules.
1986 provides that, "Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-rule (3), whenever it
appears to the Central Government that it is in public interest to do so, it may dispense
with the requirement o{ notice under clause (a) of sub-rule (3) of the said rules;";

And whereas the Central Government is of the opinion that it is in public
interest (o dispense with the requirement of notice under clause (a) sub-rule (3) of rule
5 for amending the said notification.
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-Nc-)w therefore in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section ( 1) and

clause (v) of sub-section (2) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986
(29 of 1986) read with sub-rules (3) and (4) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection)
Rules, 1986, the Central Government hereby makes the following further amendments

"Provided that, facilities for receipt and storage of petroleum
products and Liquefied Natural Gas as specified in Annexure-
IIT appended to this notification and facilities for regasification
of Liquefied Natural Gas, may be permitted within the said
Zone in areas not classified as CRZ-I (i), subject to
implementation of safety regulations including guidelines
issued by the Oil Industry Safety Directorate in the

implementation of ameliorative and restorative imeasures in
relation to the environment as may be stipulated by the
Government of India in the Ministry of Environment and
Forests;";

"(vii) Land reclamation, bunding or disturbing the natural course of sea

water except those required for construction or modemisation or expansion

of ports, harbours, jetties, wharves, quays, slipways, bridges and sea-links
and for other facilities that are essential for activities permissible under the
notification or for control of coastal erosion and maintenance or clearing of
water ways, channels and ports or for prevention of sandbars or for tidal
regulators, storm water drains or for structures for prevention of salinity
ingress and sweet water recharge:

provided that reclamation for commercial purposes such as shopping and

housing complexes, hotels and entertainment activities shall not be
permissible;"”;

Under heading CRZ-1, the following shall be substituted, namely:-

"No new construction shall be permitted in CRZ- [ cxcept (a) Projects relating
to Dcpartment of Atomic Energy and (b) Pipelines, conveying systcms
including transmission lines and (c) facilities that are cssential for activities
permissible under CRZ-1.  Between the LTI, and thc HTL, activities as
specilied under paragraph 2 (xii) may be permitted. In addition, between LTI,
and HTL 1n areas which arc not ecologically scnsitive and important, the
following may be permitted: (a) Exploration and extraction of Natural Gas, (b)
activities as specified under proviso of sub-paragraph (i1) of paragraph 2, and
(c) Construction of dispensarics, schools, public rain shelters, community
toilets, bridges, roads, jetties, watcr supply, drainage, sewerage which are
requred for traditional inhabitants of the Sunderbans Bio-sphere reserve arca,
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West Bengal, on a case to case basis, by the West Bengal State Coastal Zone
Management Authority".
