(c) if in the preceding five years, the Chairman or any of the members of the Authority,
Haryana and SEAC, Haryana have provided consultancy service or conducted Environment Impact
Assessment studies for any project proponent, in that event they shall recuse themselves from the
meeting of the Authority, Haryana and SEAC, Haryana in the process of appraisal of any project
being proposed by such proponents.

10. The Government of Haryana shall notify an agency to act as Secretariat for the Authority,
Haryana and SEAC, Haryana and the Secretariat shall provide all financial and logistic support including
accommaodation, transportation and such other facilities in respect of all their statutory functions.

11. The sitting fee, travelling allowances and dearness allowances to the Chairman and members of

the Authority, Haryana and SEAC, Haryana shall be paid in accordance with the rules of the Government
of Haryana.
